	I DO

Direct Instruction 

           10
	- T starts the session with the daily routine.

- T actively starts to present the pronouns and demonstratives in a PPT and students repeat after her. 
- T projects a song about the family members and the new vocabulary in also included. 
- T asks students one by one to try to read the TL new vocabulary words from the chart.  

- T shows the students another song about family members and also new vocabulary to check if they can recognize the TL vocabulary.

	-T presents a power point presentation to explain the new vocabulary after revising on yesterday’s vocabulary.

-T teacher shows the students the family members song including the new vocabulary and illustrating the new words.

-T asks students one by one to try to read Tl vocabulary in the chart.  
- T invites Ss to sing the family song together (whole class) and uses YUGA actions to express new vocabulary. 
- T presents Flash cards to check students’ recognition of the TL vocabulary. 
	-T present a power point and demonstrate the new questions and the expected responses then repeats the questions and answers with the whole class. 
- T demonstrates what is the difference between using possessives and the way you talk to or ask someone. 
- T uses the Questions and answers to practice with some of the high achievers in class to give a chance to others to practice more before they start to say the questions. 
	-T presents a power point presentation to explain the new adjectives vocabulary and how is each of them pronounced.
-T teacher shows the students the adjectives song.

-T Invites a student up to the front of the class and give him/her the marker. Whisper an adjective word (e.g. "قصير") and get him/her to use the marker to draw a caricature to that adjective. If he/she is having difficulty, I can ask one of the students to help. Then I invite the class to shout out the answers – the first student with the correct answer can draw the next caricature.
	-T teacher with a PPT presentation about Universities in Egypt and how to apply for a grant. 
-T shows a PPT for students about the history of Egyptian cuisine.   
-T shows a PPT about how to cook Kushari.. 



	         WE DO 

Guided Practice

10-15
	- T chooses students randomly to repeat the song then we all repeat together (whole class).
- T talk to the students about her family members using pronouns and demonstratives and ask Ss to guess what each pronoun or demonstrative mean in the context. T uses miming to guide the Ss.

	whole class stand in a circle and teacher starts a game with saying the Student’s name using TL vocabulary then throws the ball to him/her illustrating the word used for that gender then ask Ss to do the same with their shoulder peer. 
	Put students in small groups and pass out a dialogue worksheet for them to fill in the missing parts with the question and answers. 
	Scavenger Hunt: A couple of students help to hide the adjectives flashcards around the classroom. Students then take turns finding the flashcards then they hang it up on the bulletin board beside the correct caricatures. 

	T answers SS Questions about applying for grants in Egypt.

	- T divides students into pairs and they talk about their family members names and mention the relation with the names in Arabic they also use pronouns and demonstratives. 
- Ss do a worksheet about pronouns, demonstratives and family members.  


	-T teacher distributes a worksheet with simple sentences for Ss to fill in the missing gaps in pairs. Then they refer to the whole class with their answers. 
- Ss do another worksheet about pronouns, demonstratives and seasons of the year.
	 -Ss practice the dialogue in pairs. 
	-Ss choose one of each group to model the adjectives when they shout them out.  
	-T give students some authentic dessert from Egypt.
