	Students develop skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing through the use of dialogue, grammar, vocabulary study, and cultural readings.  Students increase their knowledge of the Chinese-speaking world.

	· Understands construction of and pronounces the four tones of Mandarin Chinese. 

· Understands and produces language in oral and written forms. 

· Understands use of English to Chinese dictionaries. 

· Reproduces basic Chinese characters. 

· Reacts or responds to limited social situations. 

· Identifies additional family members (male and female sides of the family). 

· Asks and answers basic questions of others and her/himself. 

· Recites sequences of increasing difficulty (dynasties, school coursework, etc.). 

· Narrates past, present and future events.

· Expresses confusion concerning common needs such as location, time, etc. 

· Describes people, items, places, times, etc. 

· Gives and takes simple directions. 

· Makes slightly longer explanations; asks permission for a variety of activities. 

· Expresses emotion, interjections and exclamations. 

· Analyzes components of Chinese characters including radicals. 

· Compares and contrasts cultural differences and similarities of Chinese-speaking cultures. 

· Explores culturally appropriate customs, language, behaviors and stereotypes.

· Explores social and geographical factors that reflect Chinese-speaking cultures. 

· Explores products, symbols, expressive forms that reflect Chinese-speaking cultures.

· Relates and uses information and skills from mathematics, reading, social studies and music. 

· Uses authentic materials in Chinese and within the culture to acquire information and skills. 

· Responds to Chinese encountered in daily life. 

· Responds to Chinese-speaking cultural connections through authentic sources, media and technology. 

· Uses community resources for identified needs.
