	Step 1—Desired Results

· Interpret and name at least five places inside school in Arabic.

· Draw a school and label it with Arabic words of different places.

· Write a welcoming note to at least five offices or places inside school

	Step 3—Learning Plan



	Materials needed

school map – flashcards – PPT-  video– board


	Learning activities:

Warm up   : Brainstorm :Ask students to have a tour( in their minds ) inside school and count the places they visit. I elicit these places and make students think what our today’s lesson about.      5 min.
Presentation and drills :       10 min.  

 I use the ppt and the board to present the key words. Students follow , repeat and write words first in air or on desk with fingers .

Activity 1 :    5 min.
I point to the word or the picture , students say it.

I say the place , students point to or touch it.

Activity 2 :    6 min  
Students work in pairs to match Arabic  words with pictures of places.
Activity 3 :  10 min.

Students work in groups of four to design a school and label it. Next, every group think of an Arabic name and welcoming message for their designed school.
