	Essential Questions 
What leading questions can you ask of students to get them to understand the Big Ideas?
1 Make a guess what American restaurants does China have also?
2 If you want to go to an American restaurant in China but you don’t know how to get there, what should you say?

3 To review the directions, hiding an apple in the box, on the left of a box,on the right of a box, in front of the box and behind the box, asking Where is the apple, students can make a guess in Chinese.
4 We can also do some exercise warming up, forward, backward, left, right, up and down .

5 Providing a dialogue ,raising question: where do they want to go? how can they get there?

	Step 3—Learning Plan



	Materials needed
Flash cards of American restaurants

Bags, sunglasses, baskets to prepare for the students being different roles when acting out.


	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of  minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

Warm up/Activator: 1 (5 minutes) Review the directions: Do some exercise with teacher: go forward, backwards, left, right, jump up and jump down
                              2. Guessing Game: Where is the apple? Review how to ask :Where is… and its in front of , behind, at the left of , at the right of, on the , at the bottom of …in the…
Introduction to Lesson: (X minutes)
Introducing American restaurant in Chinese
Guided Practice: (5 minutes)
1: Students read them one by one, teacher corrects their pronunciation 
2: Students doing lip-reading, teacher say a word without sound, students guess what did the teacher say.
Independent Practice: (25 minutes)
1: Four corners: Teacher gave each corners of the classroom an American restaurants’  name, find a counter counts from 1-10 in Chinese, other students hide in the four corners, then the counter pick a corner, the students who standing in that corner have to be out of the game.
2: Heads up Seven Up: Four students left, each of them holding a flash card, other students heads down on the tables and thumbs up, the four students touch another four students’ thumbs, then the four guess which restaurant touched them, if guessed right, they can switch and start another round.

3: Teacher tells students how to ask ways and the answers, students act out what they have learnt.

4. Teacher provides a video about asking ways and let students answer questions , like where they would like to go , how can they get there.

Review/Discuss/Clarify: (10 minutes)
Teacher introduce the Beijing Road design and teach some survival chinese.
Teacher does a summary for the students
