	Step 1—Desired Results

	Standard Outcomes for Learning (ACTFL Standard 1.1)—Answer’s the question, what should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?

	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities - Answer’s the question, how do I teach it? 

Step 1, Revision and lead in
The teacher review the 12 zodiac animals and then talk about this year 2018.
Step 2, introduce the words: 中国新年(Chinese new year) 春节（spring festival）
Then students watch a video about Chinese new year: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=_u-R-aIq3_E&t=2s 

While watching the video, students are required to take notes in the chart.

	Step 3: discussion 
After watching the video and note taking, students work in pairs to share their notes. Then students share their opinion with the whole class.
Step 4:number the picture of the story of “niaN” and retell the story
Students are required to number the picture and retell the story of “niaN”, which is a very traditional folktale of Chinese new year.
Step 5: making spring festival decorations
Since students have learned the story of “niaN” and the traditions and customs of Chinese new year, students are required to make some new year decorations to preparing for the important festival. They will make papercutting characters with red and yellow paper.

In this lesson students learned the traditions and customs of Chinese new year. They know the origin of Chinese new year and the lunar calendar.
