	Step 1—Desired Results

	Standard Outcomes for Learning (ACTFL Standard 1.1)—Answer’s the question, what should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?

	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task—What will students do to show what they have learned?
1. The students will recognize the vocabulary of family members by pointing at the right cards according to the teacher’s words.

2. The students will recognize the right the vocabulary of family members by putting up the right cards according to the teacher’s words. 

3. The students will recognize the vocabulary of family members by hitting the right cards with a flyswatter on the whiteboard according to the teacher’s words. (group competition)
4. The students will ask and answer questions in pairs.

1.-- 你家有 几口人? --我家有五 口人。 

2.-- 这是 谁? --这是我爷 爷、奶奶。 
3.我家有五 口人:爸爸、妈妈、哥哥、弟弟和我 
5. The students will compare and contrast the name of family members in China and America by telling the differences they have found.
6. The students will make a family tree.
7.  The students will write a paragraph about their family.  
The assessment will also be conducted informally throughout the lesson by my observation and monitoring throughout listening and speaking practice and presentation activities.



	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities - Answer’s the question, how do I teach it?

I. Lead-in: (3 min.)

(use Communicative Language Teaching, create a desire to communicate)
Review the learned words of family members 爸爸，妈妈，哥哥，弟弟，姐姐，妹妹 by letting the students find the right cards.
II.Presentation: (14 min.)

Teaching vocabulary of family members by showing the words on the paper cards and encourage students to read家、五口人、爷爷、奶奶、外公、外婆、 谁, then encourage students to ask and answer using the following patterns.

           a.-- 你家有 几口人? --我家有五 口人。 

               b.-- 这是 谁? --这是我爷 爷、奶奶。 
               c.我家有五 口人:爸爸、妈妈、哥哥、弟弟和我。
1. Ask the students to repeat a few times by using “model, hesitate and stop modelling” method.

2. Observe the students and pick out the fast ones to teach the others. (use peer teaching)
3. Teach the extend family members such as  伯伯、叔叔、舅舅，阿姨 and 姑姑 by showing a video “家族歌” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=S_z  
 III. Practice: (25 min.) 
 (use pair work and group work, and Cooperative Learning)
4. Ss. work in pairs and read to each other the vocabulary of family members correcting and helping each other. (2minutes)

5. Ss. point to the right cards of the vocabulary of family members according to the teacher’s word; (2minutes)

6. Ss. recognize the the vocabulary of family members by putting up the right cards according to the teacher’s words; (2minutes)

(Divide the students into 2 groups and do a group competition)

7. Ss. hit the right cards of the vocabulary of family members on the white board using the flyswatters according teacher’s word.
8. Guide students to make a family tree. 

9. Ss. Sing the “家族歌” and guide the students to compare and contrast the name of family members in China and America. 
10. Ss. write a paragraph about their family and get ready to present the writing in the class the next day.  

IV. Class closing: (3 min)
Ask students what we have learned today.

	Step 4—Reflection

	What happened during my lesson? What did my students learn? How do I know? What did I learn? How will I improve my lesson next time?
When the students compared and contrasted the name of family members in China and America, they were so confused. I will give them more information to help them master the differences.
