Lesson Plan

Lesson title: Lesson 24 汽车站在前边
	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students know Chinese characters about directions such as 前（qián）, 后（hòu）, 左（zuǒ）,右（yòu）,旁边（páng biān）(front, back, right, left, side …)
Students understand the direction characters
Students know how to use the direction characters and find the exact location.

	Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to:
1. Read and understand the meaning of directions in Chinese.
2. Know how to use direction characters in Chinese correctly and can use them in daily life.


	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Task1:Each student will be asked to read the direction characters
Task2: Each student will be asked to show the right direction while teacher says the Chinese direction  character.
Task 3:Everyone should know how to ask directions in Chinese
Task 4: pair work:

  According to the map (given by teacher) one is supposed to tell partner how to walk to the right position in Chinese, the other is supposed to get to the right place based on the Chinese directions he heard. 


	Step 3-- Activities

	Materials needed

Powerpoint, Study sheets ,flash cards and chalk and map

	Learning activities
1.  Ask students to say the direction in English while teacher uses body language.
2.  Show them the Chinese direction characters and teaches them how to pronounce these words.
3. Use flash cards to help students go over what they have learned and asks them to match the direction characters with English.
4. Play a game: fortune teller to practice how to speak 前边、后边、左边、右边 
5.  Ask students to practice in pairs. First give them simple sentence such as: 飞机场在左边吗？(Is the airport on the left?) or 我们去汽车站，汽车站在前边。（We are going to the bus station and it is in front）

6.  Give students a map and let them find the places that they are supposed to go to and encourage them to talk about it using direction characters in Chinese.
7. role play

Suppose a kind of condition and give two students ( a pair) a task to finish. For example: A is going to some place to meet someone but he is a stranger here and couldn’t find the place. B should tell A how to get there using the direction characters in Chinese. According to direction B tells A, A should follow and finally got the right place.


	Step 4—Reflection

	Studying how to get the direction is very important for students and they can use them in their daily life. So I think for this lesson speaking should be focused on. They did some activities to practice these characters. They have already known how to express the direction. They had fun.
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
