April Lesson Plan
Objectives:

         Students will be able to learn Arabic numbers from 10 to 100. 

Physically I divide the class into five groups, each group consists of at least 5 kids. I asked them to remind me of the Arabic numbers from zero to ten. I moved to say the rest of the numbers in front of them with a basic tone. They became interested, they thought they are familiar with them.  

Standard:

1.1 Interpersonal Communication 

1.2 Understand and interpret Language

Procedures:
1-Warm up: 

Ask students about their opinion about the shape of the Arabic letters. I encourage them to give positive opinions. Then I start teaching them that once they knew the numbers from 0 to 10 it would be easy for them to know from 10 to 100 because it follows the same rule. I start teaching them the tens 10, 20, 30 ,40 ,50, 60, 70 ,80,90 and 100. 

  Students are told the rule of adding the numbers from 1 to 9 to each of these nubers.
2- Hook: Show Video Arabic numbers on utube, funny one. 

3- Presentation: Using writing on the flip chart to show how to pronounce certain Arabic numbers. It is helpful to write them with English sounds. 
Practice:

a. Teach students how to say certain Arabic numbers related to their life, phone number, home number, classroom number, birth date and so on.
عشرة- عشرين – ثلاثين – أربعين – خمسين – ستين – سبعين- ثمانين – تسعين – مائة.

Ashrah – Ashrien – Thalathien – Arbaien – Khamsien – Setien – Sab’ien – Thamanien – Tes’ien – Ma’h.

b. Have students participate in playing a game to form certain numbers, by asking one team to form a number and write it on the board and the other teams try to read it. The team who successfully reads it decide on another number and write it on the board and so on. I make sure that all teams repeat the number and are able to write it.   
Closure: 

          Go back over the first number we learned, ask students to writhe the number in English and see the difference when we write the number in English and in Arabic. What is funny is that the number 1573 in Arabic is very close to this word “ lovE “  as l is one, o is five , v is seven and capital E is 3 !
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
