Do Now (Review Stage)

I will divide the class into three groups and hand out the task card with different task for each group as an initial step for refreshing their mind through the previously learnt material. This stage usually contains descriptive activities or presentation in which each group ends up to share its specific task with the other groups to have an overall benefit.

Warm up:  

 I’ll make use of some words which look similar or Arabic loanwords in English or Spanish ,as almost all the society is Hispanic, such as  قميص – بنطلون– جاكيت
I’ll point to and name students’ clothes to get them familiar with the topic and some of the key words. 

Objective announcement:

I’ll brief them on the main goals and objectives of the unit to estimate the expectations from them.
Presentation

Cultural Presentation:

** I’ll make a presentation on clothes in Egypt showing them some authentic clothes or pictures to meet their need for knowledge and questions about what the life style is like in Egypt. I’ll tell them about similarities and differences between Egypt and USA in clothes.

** I’ll show them a video to a famous Egyptian song that contain different Egyptian life styles in different environment from all over Egypt and ask them to take notes. 
Linguistic Presentation: 
NOTE: This stage will be more explained and pointed out in the objective calendar attached.

Using power point presentation and real clothes, I will present some pieces of clothes.  
I’ll ask them to repeat after me. 
I’ll point to each of what I’m wearing and ask them to say the name of it.
I’ll get them to use the key structures modeling them first and get them drill on that.

Practice:
Activity 1: 

I’ll play an educational video about clothes and ask them to take notes about the words they know, the share the words in groups.
Activity  2:

I’ll ask Ss to follow the PowerPoint presentation and ask answer about the pictures on the screen usingما هذا؟  هذا..... ما هذه؟   هذه.......     in pairs, then in groups.

Activity  3:

I’ll handout flashcards about clothes and get Ss, in groups, ask and answer as in the previous exercise then ask the other groups usingما هذا؟  هذا..... ما هذه؟   هذه.......  
Activity  4:

Fly Swatter Game:

In a competitive and attractive activity, I’ll tell the students that we will play the fly swatter game. I’ll explain the game and set the rules: I will put stickers of clothes across the board; one student from each team comes to the front of the room facing the class. Each has a fly swatter. When I say a word, they have to touch the correct picture of the item I've said with the fly swatter. The first one to touch the word gets a point for their team. I do this until every person on each group has been at the board once. If there is enough time, there will be another round.
This task is to get Ss completely familiar with the key words.

Activity  5:

First I will model the task talking  about my clothes and ask Ss about their clothes, then I’ll move the exercises to the pair and group work stage:
