	Goal
	To introduce yourself and get information about others.



	Role
	You are an exchange Student hosted by an Egyptian family.



	Audience
	Your classmates as you, within a group, perform it for them , hopefully, in addition to some other teachers who know Arabic such as Ms. Hashem and Mr. Salah.



	Situation
	You are an exchange student delegated to Egypt to study Arabic in Cairo University. You are hosted by an Egyptian family who do not speak English.  You need to:

1- Send them a simple postcard in advance telling them about your name, work (student), country and nationality. 

2- Greet them and introduce yourself to them in Arabic. You need to introduce yourself as who you really are. You also have to ask them about their names, ages, how they are and thank them. The minimum time for this conversation will be 2 minutes.

3- Make a video of the conversation to be sent to families in Egypt.
4- School will already send these postcards to Egypt.


	Product/Performance
	** You will write a postcard with the following included in Arabic: your name, age , country, nationality and your work (student)

** You will work with two or three partners to develop a dialogue and then perform it in front of the class and any other attendants.  In the dialogue, you need to introduce yourself and provide the other person with information about yourself so that they can get to know you. Your dialogue will include:

1. Your name

2. Your age

3. Where you are from (country, city)

4. Your nationality

5. Your work

6. Ask the others about their names, ages, how they are and thank them.
