	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
What should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?

Students will be able to greet each other in a proper way at the end of the lesson.


	Essential Questions

	Lesson Objectives

 Students will be able to: greet their peers, teachers, parents in a proper way for different time period of a day. 


	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?

Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?

If they can greet me on entering the classroom with “Nihao” and say “zaijian” to me, then they are good enough to meet the standards. 


	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed

Blackboard      teaching package     flash card     computer    projector    screen


	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

1. Greet Ss at the door saying hello in Chinese and encourage them to respond with the same 

pronunciation.

2. Greet Ss: show the pinyin on the board
Shake hands and greet each one saying你好! 
3. Introduce myself more to Ss: name, country, my family, my hobby (PPT).
4. Ask one student to play a role with me.

T---How are you?

S---How are you?

T---Welcome!

S---Thank you!
5. Teach the difference between“你好”and “您好”.

Show them the flashcard with the word “你好”，let them try to remember this phrase.

Show them another flashcard with the word “你好”and write a Chinese character“心”under the character“你”, then make a new character“您”. Tell the students “您”means you are in my heart to show your respect. Then let the students to discuss whom they will greet to with this phrase“您好”in Chinese. Then teach them how to say it.

Divide the students into different groups, let them discuss and write down what they want to know for some special greetings. Then the teacher will teach them one by one for the different groups. Let the students try to remember 1 or 2 phrases for special greetings. (For G5-G6)
Make cards for different occasions.
