	Learning activities

1. revision of numbers by organizing students to play a game of number of skip 7(in which  participants are required to skip by clamping hands all numbers multiplied by 7 or with 7 in it)

2. ask students if it is appropriate to ask people’s age in America and in China

3. how to ask a person’s age in China, introducing characters

4. ask students to tell each other their birthday and ask them to list their birthday according to time order. Assemble students in front of the class and talk about their birthday one by one

5. ask students to write down their telephone numbers and introduce characters 电话，号码

6. encourage students to tell each other their phone number in Chinese. 

7. before they leave the class room everyone is expected to tell me their age, birthday and telephone numbers.
