Lesson title: Food---Eating habit at dinnertime
	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
What should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?

Students will be able to know the dinner is the main meal of a day for the American people.
Students will be able to know the food for the American styled dinner.

Students will be able to know the eating habit at dinnertime inside of US home and learn to deliver thanks. 
Students will be able to discuss the differences of dinnertime between US and China.

	Essential Questions 

What leading questions can you ask of students to get them to understand the Big Ideas?

What do people usually do at dinnertime?

	Lesson Objectives

Identify General Learner Outcome (GLO)

1. Students can pronounce and say words of food in English.
2. Students can deliver thanks at dinnertime.
3. Students can discuss the differences of food, eating habit and table manners between US and China.

	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?
The students could say and understand the food for dinner and are able to deliver thanks and tell the differences of food, eating habit and table manners between US and China.
Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?

1. The students can arrange the food pictures correctly according to the American eat habit followed by the sequence from appetizer, to entrée and dessert. 
2. The students can deliver thanks at dinnertime by saying at least one complete sentence ranged from praising the taste, thanks to the people having dinner together, thanks to the people who made the dinner, thanks to the time together, etc.
3. The students can tell the differences they find about the eating habit at dinnertime from China. 

	Step 3—Learning Plan



	Materials needed

1. Teaching aids: Forks, knives, spoons, plates, towers, flowers and wine.

2. Teaching materials: Food cards; 
3. Students’ materials: paper with words appetizer, entrée and dessert; mind-maps; whiteboards; marker pens; survey paper for the lesson assessment.

	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

Part I: Basic knowledge about American styled dinner.
1. Teacher raises a question first before using PPT to show the pictures about American breakfast, lunch and dinner: What’s the big meal for the people in the US?

2. Teacher shows the students the food people usually have for dinner using pictures.

Students learn to pronounce the food.

Students work in pair to arrange the food sequence according to the eating habit by using handout paper with words appetizer, entrée and dessert.

3. Students’ pair works report time: People usually have … for appetizer, entrée and dessert.
Part II Table manner at dinnertime
1. Teacher presents the questions first and plays the video of the formal dinnertime about the pray, passing the plates, delivering the thanks and helping doing dishes at the dinnertime. 

   How do people sit?

   How do people put their knives, forks, spoons, plates and towers on the table?

   What’s the sequence of using knives, forks and spoons?

   What did the guest bring and say?

2. Students acting time:

   Students act to answer these following questions:

   How do people sit?

   How do people put their knives, forks, spoons, plates and towers on the table?

   What’s the sequence of using knives, forks and spoons?

   What did the guest bring and say?

3. Teacher presents the questions and plays the video of causal dinnertime. 

   Is it a formal dinnertime or daily dinnertime? 

   What do people usually say for the “Thanks”?

4. Students group work: 
  Students work in four to take notes and report what they hear from the video.

  Teacher helps the students to clarify the aspects of thanks that usually delivered by people at the dinning table by using whiteboard:

   The taste of food: It tastes very good! It’s yummy!

   The thanks to the people at the table: It’s so nice to have dinner with you!

                                    It’s enjoyable to have dinner in such a sweet house.

                                     Thank you for the invitation! I enjoy it!

    The thanks to the people who made the dinner: Thank you for making me the dinner!

                                               It’s delicious!

5. Students role-play at dinnertime.
T invites three students to do the example for the dinnertime by saying pray, passing the food, delivering thanks, sharing cleaning, etc.

Part III Mind-maps: What’s the eating habit for the people in the US?

The teacher models the mind map in the following aspects: food, table setting, table manners and table cleaning.
Students’ mind-maps time.

Students put up their mind-maps on the wall and all the students walk, look and learn from others. 
Part IV Discussion: What’s the difference?
The teacher asks this question first: what’s the difference for the dinnertime between people in China and in US?
Students discuss in four, write down their ideas and take turns to report. 

Part V Survey: What did you learn from this lesson?

              What do you want to know more?

Lesson assessments by a survey are handed out to the students before the students take turns to do the group report of discussion. They could take notes and reflect the learning after this lesson.

Part V Homework: (choose one homework to finish)
(1) Basic: Make a poster!
Log on the internet and collect more information about American food and eating habit.
(2) Challenge: Essay Contest
You could develop your essay based on the following topic:

A. What’s the difference of the dinnertime in China and in US?
