	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
What should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?
1. Students can understand the customs of Moon Festival.

4. Students can share some moon festival stories in a group.

	Lesson Objectives

2 Students would know the meaning of this festival to Chinese people.

3 Students would know what kind of activities Chinese always join in or do during Moon Festival
4 Students would sing the famous song The Moon Represents My Heart, and read a famous poem 
5 Students would share the moon stories with each other in groups
6 Students can share and taste moon cakes to experience what Chinese people do during this festival



	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?
1 Fill in a paper sheet after watching the video of Moon Festival: 1 When is Moon Festival? Why that day is chosen to be the Moon Festival? What do people do on that day? What does moon cake represent to?
2 sing the famous song  The Moon Represents My Heart with teacher and video

3 Try to feel the meaning of the famous poem Thoughts on a Still Night and follow the rhyme then sing with a video.

4 Share the Moon Stories in the Carousel way: Giving each group a moon story ,let them note the general ideas of the story then switch the stories with other groups.
5 Share and taste the moon cakes with each other
Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?
1From the question sheet and video, students can work on the sheet together and help each other to know the festival
2 Engage the students in singing songs of moon

3 Note the general ideas of moon stories and share them with each other

4 Compare with Thanksgiving Day 


	Step 3—Learning Plan



	Materials needed
1 DVD about moon festival,  
2 write down the lyrics of songs on the board and write down the key words, 
3 A video about the famous moon poem and write it down on the board, 
4 moon festival stories, paper chart, markers(different colors), 
5 mooncakes


	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of  minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

Warm up/Activator: (3 minutes)
some basic footworks of Chinese Kunfu (release energy)
Introduction to Lesson: (2 minutes)
Start with a question what’s the date today in Chinese, and introduce Chinese lunar calendar, tell my students there is an important festival is coming in china, students would curious about what is it and I will start to introduce the festival
Guided Practice: (13 minutes)
Watching a video about Moon Festival and give the students some paper sheet to answer the questions which listed on the paper and discuss them.
Independent Practice: (22 minutes)
1 Teach students sing the famous song: the Moon Represents My heart and help them to learn some key words of the song.
2 Teach them a Chinese poem and let them to follow some rhymes of it.

3 Share the moon stories in a group with Carousel way
4 Share and taste the moon cakes together
Summarizer/Closure: (5minutes)
