Lesson title: Nationality and Home Address






	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students will be able to describe their nationality and where they live.

	Essential Questions 
1. How to say your nationality in Mandarin?
2. How can you explain where you live?
3. Do you know the differences in telling addresses and locations in Mandarin and English?

	Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to:
1. say their own nationality in Mandarin.
2. explain where they live.
3. understand the differences in telling addresses and locations in Mandarin and English.

	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Task 1: Students will be asked to do a game, which will guide them how to say their nationality in Mandarin.
Task 2: Students will be asked to do a speaking practice game.
Task 3: Students will be asked to play the game called “the United Nations”.
Task 4: Students will be asked to say they home addresses in Mandarin.

	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed

Whiteboard, markers, big paper, sticky tape, computer and projector

	Learning activities
Step 1 The teacher will describe the use of the word “国”. 
Step 2 The teacher will ask the students to do a Rhyme to know how to introduce their own nationalities.
          请问你是哪国人？（ask a student to respond）
           _____(name of a country),______(name of a country), 我是______ 人。

Step 3 The teacher asks the students to do Roll Call and work in pairs.

          “你好吗？”“你叫什么名字”“你是哪国人”? “ “你在什么学校上学？”“你的爱好是什么？”。
Step 4 The teacher divides the students into small groups and play” the united nations game”. Each group takes on a different country’s name. For example: China 4 people; USA 3 People; France 2 people; Japan 1 person.

Then students will ask “哪国人？” and when you reply “美国人” all the students must stand up and get into groups of 3. Those left out are eliminated from the game.
Step 5 The teacher will ask students to work on the computer and do a projector.
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
