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Fruit and Drinks(for Chinese I)
Object: Students will be able to

· Be familiar with names of fruit and drinks (e.g., 苹果、西瓜、香蕉、葡萄、梨、橙子、木瓜、桃、柠檬、菠萝、哈密瓜; 牛奶、咖啡、茶、水、可乐、苹果汁、橙汁、菠萝汁)

· Use expressions (e.g., 你要……吗？我要……, 你呢？)
· Understand similarities and differences of food culture between Chinese and American 
Standard:

4.2: Cultural Comparisons

Procedures:

1. Greetings and lead-in: illustrate the character “果” by dividing it into “田” and ”木”; ask students to guess the meaning by reading the symbols.
2. Introduction and presentation: introduce names of fruit and drinks on a cart, using the sentence pattern “你要什么?” and “我要……”.
3. Practice: ask students to serve another student, using the same sentences “你要什么?” and “我要……”.
4. Game: pictures of fruit and drinks are on the table; students stand or sit around the table; the teacher will ask a student “我要……, 你呢”; the other students will complete to pick up the fruit or drink after the student say “我不要……, 我要……”; the one that has the most pictures will win the game.
5. Culture: talk about tea culture in China.
