Procedures:

1. Warm-up: Show a video about my home school in Shenzhen, China.
2. Presentation: Brainstorm what they have seen in the video and teach new vocabulary. Ask students to do matching exercise to make sure they know the characters too.
3. Practice:

3.1 Listening: Students will be given some cards with the new vocabulary on them and a blank layout for a school. They listen to the teacher’s introduction to a school and put the cards in correct locations.
3.2 Mapping: Ask the student to design their own school with the same cards and a new layout map. Ask them to introduce their school by writing at least ten sentences. Then present their introduction orally and other students will listen and map the school according to what they hear.
3.3 Making Models: Ask students to make a paper model for their dream school and prepare for the introduction as a quiz.
