	Description of Lesson

(Process used to teach content which should include 1 or more of the CHEC 7/
Literacy Toolkit strategies or Task centric approach)
	Task1 15 min (teacher shows the students different maps of the United States highlighting certain states (Minnesota, California, Texas, Virginia and Kansas), he asks the students “Where is …… found?” The students answer using a simple sentence that include basic directions in Arabic.
Task2 15 min (A student comes in front of the class and uses his hands to show directions without speaking. The other students say the directions out.)

Task3 20 min (Charades Activity) Students are asked to be divided into three pairs, one of each holds a word card in front of his/her forehead and the other one helps him/her guess the 'month' written by telling its season and the first letter of its word. After saying the right answer, the student hands the card to his/her opposing classmate and start working on guessing the next word.
Task4 10 min (Discussion activity) Teacher asks students what they do in the morning, and after school. Then with pictures, he goes through daily routine and asks them to tell and to write the activities that the pictures depict. 

Task5 15 min (Independent Practice: 

Students work in pairs, one asks “what do you do in the morning/after school?” Another student replies “I wake up, eat my breakfast and go to school”.
