What will students be able to do at the end of this course?
 
         How will students be able to communicate to others in spoken mandarin Chinese? 
Students will be able to state time, date, gender, simple commands…… interpreting Pictures in Chinese language…
Students’ writing skills will not be developed…
         What will they comprehend when listening or reading Chinese language? 
 Students will comprehend the teacher’s simple commands, understand the symbolic     meanings of certain Chinese characters and some social meaning of colors…

          How will students be able to compare and contrast Chinese culture with U.S culture? 
 Students will identify Spring festival and Christmas, Chinese zodiac of years and Western constellation of months, they will develop some taste and appreciation for Chinese folk songs, rap music, paintings and calligraphy, cuisines, ancient poetry, grammar and sentence structures in Chinese language and English language…
          Also will students be able to connect information they are learning in other courses with what they have learned in Chinese class? 
 They will be able to connect with science and math [constellation, counting]: with music and art, with cooking and also with English class.
 
          And finally will students be able to contact Chinese sites on internet and find information about China from various resources?
 Students will find some useful links for Chinese language learning and printed materials such as the textbooks, workbooks, audio books and library media center.  Teacher will collect all appropriate websites and share them with students; e.g: zhongwen.com.
