	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities
Warm up & review: do the attendance of the students together to review the numbers. 

Lead-in :   ask the students the date of today. 
New lesson: 

1. ask the students to write one to six in Chinese on board to have a review of the numbers to be used in this lesson 

2. teach the students to say Monday in Chinese 

3. have the students guess how to say Tuesday in Chinese and tell them the correct answer 

4. Ask the students to make a comparison between Monday and Tuesday and come to a conclusion about the word formation on days in Chinese. 

5. The students this time can say Monday to Saturday in Chinese by themselves according to the rule. 

6. Tell the students the exception, namely Sunday. 

7.  Practice: Exchange ideas with the teacher. If I speak Chinese, they should speak English. Vice versa. 

8.  Activity: The students are divided into groups to make the calendar of the year ,week included, to check if they full understand and grasp the words in Chinese. 

9. Practice and summary. 

10. Homework. Talk about the days of the week in Chinese.  
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
