	Step 1—Desired Results

3.Students will be able to explain the different meanings of the different parts of the Chinese Character Fu when they play the touching game.

1. Students can participate in different activities to s
2. Students can write FU in Chinese and know how and where to put it.

3. Students can celebrate the Chinese Lunar New Year by writing and putting on FU at home, at school and singing the song Happy New Year in Chinese.


	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities - Answers the question, how do I teach it? 
Step1. Warm-up
1.Greet students with 你好.
2. Sing the song Happy New Year 
Step2. Presentation (encounter new material)
     Lead in with a video about how Chinese New Year is celebrated. 
Step3. Activity 1(engage with new material)
1. Watch the video about how Chinese New Year is celebrated with questions.
2. Let students answer the questions about the ways of celebration.
3. Let students tell the meaning of the Chinese character FU and write it by brush on the red square paper, and practice Chinese calligraphy.

Step4. Activity 2(apply new material)
    1. Say FU in Chinese and say FU Dao Le (Good luck is coming) when it’s upside down.  
2. Let the student put their calligraphy on the window and door of our classroom.
3. Sing the Happy New Year song in Chinese.
4. Let students stand 5 meters away from the poster of FU, close their eyes and go straight to touch it, when they open their eyes again, they should tell the meaning of the part they touched.
Step5. Set homework 
     Students are assigned the following homework: 
1.Decrote their house in a Chinese way. 
2.Sing Chinese New Year song in Chinese to their families.


	Step 4—Reflection
