Teaching procedures:
1. Warm-up: Tongue twister

2.  Revision of vocabulary. 
 Patting game. Stick the flashcards of the vocabulary on the blackboard.  Students come to the front to play the patting game to review the vocabulary relating to time and daily activities.
3. Listen to the tape of whole sentences about what time someone does something, let students find out what vocabulary they can get and then let students try to find out the sentence pattern.
4. Give students four pieces of paper, asking them to make a small book by themselves, on which students imitate the sentences they heard just now to make their own sentences to describe their daily routine from early morning to the end of a day .

5. Divide students into group of four and do the interview to each other according to the activities written down on their small book. Give each of them a worksheet to record what they get.
6. Summary for the sentence structure above in the aspect of grammar.
