W: Goal and expectation activity in English regarding relationships in Arabic?

H: Role plays, personal experience about different relationships to engage and hook students- 

E: activities that are experiential and inductive such as a Socratic seminar as to enrich their knowledge in Arabic, homework that deals with practicing skills, working on a project or performance task, reflecting on ideas, process, etc…

- Teacher introduces lesson objectives and essential questions.
