	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students will be able to introduce their family members in Chinese


	Essential Questions 

1. How many family members are there in your family?
2. How do you address them in English?

3. How do you address them in Chinese?


	Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to:
1. address their family members in Chinese
2. introduce their family members in Chinese to other students


	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?

Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?

Task 1: Each student will be asked to finish a survey about family members by interviewing 5 classmates.
Task 2: Several students will be chosen to present their survey results.
Task 3: Each student will be asked to say the family members in Chinese after the teacher.
Task 4: Each student will take part in the writing activity-names of my family members.
Task 5: Each student will be asked to sing the song-Oh, my family.

Task 6: Each student will be asked to finish an art project-Paper house with family members in Chinese.


	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed

Whiteboard, markers, big paper, sticky tape, computer and projector


	Learning activities
Step 1 The teacher hands out the surveys to students.
            The teacher asks the students to move around to interview their classmates’ family members
Step 2 The teacher invites several students to present their survey results
Step 3 The teacher uses the flashcards to teach students how to say the following words in Chinese

            (dad, mum, grandma, grandpa, me, elder brother, younger brother, elder sister, younger sister)
Step 4  The teacher asks the students to write names of the family members in the writing activity.

Step 5 The teacher then asks the students to present their writing activity first in English, then work in groups of
two to practice presenting in Chinese.

Step 6 The teacher plays the music—Oh, my family. The students will sing together to the music.

Step 7 Art project- Paper house

Instructions: 1. Fold a 8.5x11 sheet of paper in half vertically. 2. Fold it in half again, and open to step 2. You should have a center crease. 3. Fold the left and right halves to meet the cease in the center. 4. Open again, “Pry” open the two ends, and press down to make two triangles.

The teacher then asks the students to write down all the family members in Chinese on the paper house.
