Lesson title: 
How old are you and when is your birthday?






	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students will be able to ask someone their ages, remember how to count from 1 to 100 and compare the different birthday celebrations in China and in America.


	Essential Questions 

1. Who can count from 1 to 100 in Chinese?
2. How to ask other people’s age in Chinese?
3. How to say your birthday in Chinese?
4. What are the similarities and differences of birthday celebrations in China and America?


	Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to:
1. review counting numbers from 1 to 100 in Chinese 
2. know how to ask other people’s age in Chinese 
3. know how to say their birthday dates in Chinese 
4. compare the birthday celebrations in China and America


	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?

Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?

Task 1: All students will be asked to do the Bingo Game to review how to count from 1 to 100 in Chinese 
Task 2: All students will practice Chinese hand gestures for numbers which given numbers by the teacher
Task 3: Students in groups of 6 will play the riddles.
Task 4: All students work in pairs to ask their desk mates’ age in Chinese
Task 5: All students work in pairs to ask their desk mates’ birthday in Chinese
Task 6: All students brainstorm about how they celebrate their birthday in America
Task 7: All students will be introduced to the traditional birthday celebrations in China by the teacher


	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed

Whiteboard, markers, big paper, sticky tape, computer and projector


	Learning activities
Step 1 The teacher will hand out the Bingo Game Cards to the students and get them ready for the game.

Step 2 The teacher will ask the students to use their fingers to represent numbers. Then, the teacher calls out a number and everyone must show that number with their hands. Increase the speed or use different number combinations, for example: 九一一， 三十八 etc.
Step 3 The teacher divides the students into groups of six and then do the riddles together. This activity is designed to introduce students to a fun aspect of Chinese characters and how they are composed of different strokes and characters.

           1. 10 plus 10 equals 10( guess an object)   Answer: 手套（gloves）

           2. 1 plus 1 is what? ( guess a character) Answer: 王

           3. 3 plus 1 is what? ( guess a character)  Answer: 王

Step 4 The teacher asks the students to work in pairs and try practicing asking the ages.
1. When asking young children their age, one can say “ 你几岁？”
2. When asking an adult, one should use “ 请问你多大？”
Step 5 The teacher asks the students to work in pairs and try answering their birthday in Chinese?
           ---你的生日是几号？

           ---我的生日是___ 月___ 号。

Step 6  All the students will brainstorm the words related to the birthday celebrations in America
             (birthday cake, candles, presents, balloons, chocolate and so on) Then ask the students 

              to find the chinese words for these birthday words.

Step 7 The teacher introduced the traditions of birthday celebrations in China. For example,
            Chinese people usually eat very long noodles representing longevity and birthday cakes 

             are always round indicating that family members are always united.



	Step 4—Reflection

	What happened during my lesson? What did my students learn? How do I know? 

What did I learn? How will I improve my lesson next time?
My students are very engaged in this lesson, especially in the bingo games section. It is a very fun way to help

them review all the numbers they have learned. When talking about the birthday celebrations, which is always a fun thing for them, they were very curious about the celebrations in China. Through this kind of comparison, they can have a cross-cultural perspective.
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
