	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students should be able to talk about  sports in Chinese by using the words and expressions they learn.

	Essential Questions 
Do you like sports? What is the most popular sports in the US? What do you think is the most popular in China?

	Lesson Objectives
1.Students will be able to tell the names of several popular sports.

2. Students will be able to express whether they can or cannot play the sports in Chinese.

3. Students will be able to express whether they like or dislike the sports in Chinese.



	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — 1. speak out the names of the sports when teacher shows the balls or acts out.

                                    2. make a survey on the favorite sports of classmates around you, then report to the class.

	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed

Projector,  balls, pictures

	Learning activities
Step 1 Warm up

Students are asked  about the popular sports in America and how much they know about Chinese sports. 

Step 2  Words learning

 1.Teacher teaches the names of sports in Chinese by showing the pictures.

 2. Show the toy balls or act the sports out and the students say the names in Chinese.

Step 3 expressions learning.

 1. The teacher teaches the expressions "I can/ cannot play..."   and "I like/ dislike..." by using facial expressions and body language.

  2. Ask the students to do a survey in the class about who can/cannot play a certain sports and their favorite sports. 

  3. Report the survey.
