	Step 1—Desired Results

1. Students can participate in different activities to count from January to December fluently.

2. Students can sing the month song in Chinese.

	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities - Answer’s the question, how do I teach it? 
Step1. Warm-up
1.Greet students with 你好.
2. Review the numbers and ask the students how many months there are in a year. 
Step2. Presentation (encounter new material)
       Lead in the Chinese finger way to review the numbers from 1 to 12.
Step3. Activity 1(engage with new material)
1. Listen and play the months song to the students.
2. Let students count the months then put the names of month in ascending order.
3. Fly swatter--- Students compete to pat on the right cards according to the teacher’s instructions.
Step4. Activity 2(apply new material)
    1. Card game---Find friends: let student hold up the card and say it out, the other one who has the same month card should stand up and repeat it.

2. Worksheet---Fill in the blanks with the names of the month with Chinese characters.
3. Learn the Chinese song---Months

    a. Learn the lyrics and practice.

    b. Follow and sing.

    c. Sing and pass the cards of month.
4. Ask each other: When is your birthday? It’s in _____.
Step5. Set homework 
     Students are assigned the following homework: 
1.Practice counting from January to December. 
2.Try to know their family members’ birthday and report it to me in Chinese.
