	Step 1—Desired Results

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
1.Students will be able to say eyes, ears, nose, face, mouth, hair in Chinese.

2.Students will be able to point their body parts according to Chinese.
3.Students will be able to sing the body parts song in Chinese. 



	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task—What will students do to show what they have learned?
1. Students can participate in different activities to learn eyes, ears, nose, face, mouth and hair.

2. Students can sing the body parts song in Chinese.

3. Students can finish the worksheet correctly.


	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities - Answers the question, how do I teach it? 
Step1. Warm-up
1.Greet students with 你好.
2. Review the numbers and ask the students how many eyes, ears, nose, face, mouth, hair do they have? 
Step2. Presentation (encounter new material)
     Lead in with PPT about body parts of eyes, ears, nose, face, mouth and hair in both Chinese and English. 
Step3. Activity 1(engage with new material)
1. Listen and read eyes, ears, nose, face, mouth, hair step by step.
2. Let students read aloud the body parts and point it to their body.
3. Fly swatter--- Students compete to pat on the right cards according to the teacher’s instructions.
Step4. Activity 2(apply new material)
    1. Role-playing game---I say and you do: I say the name of body parts in Chinese and let the students point it to their body, the one who made mistakes will act the teacher and play the game again.  
2. Worksheet---Match body parts with Chinese characters.
3. Learn the Chinese song---body parts

    a. Learn the lyrics and practice.

    b. Follow and sing.

    c. Sing and dance.
4. Remind the students not to touch their eyes, nose, face with their hands directly because of the virus, try to keep healthy.
Step5. Set homework 
     Students are assigned the following homework: 
1.Practice pointing at their body parts while they are saying it. 
2.Sing the Chinese body parts song to their families.


	Step 4—Reflection

	What happened during my lesson? What did my students learn? How do I know?

The students are interested in playing the role-playing game in Chinese, they feel so happy when they do it successfully. They enjoyed acting the teacher and instructing in Chinese.
