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Body Parts
Object: Students will be able to

· Identify 6 body parts correctly (e.g.,嘴巴-mouth, 鼻子-nose, 耳朵-ear, 眼睛-eye, 眉毛-eyebrow, 头发-hair)

· Describe appearance (e.g., 我的头发很短; 她的眼睛很大)
· Understand similarities and differences between appearances of Chinese people (yellow skin and black hair) and American people (diversity)
Standard:

4.2: Cultural Comparisons

Procedures:

1. Warm-up: Show pictures of some Chinese super stars who have unique body parts.
2. Presentation: Teach new vocabulary through power point slides. Make connections between pictures and characters. Give an example and ask students to guess the meaning of the characters. Then ask them to repeat the sound after the teacher. Also ask them to write the pinyin on green cards.
3. Practice:

3.1 Pair Work: For the first round, one student will shout out a word and the other student will have to point at the body part, then switch their roles; for the second round, one student will point at the body part and the other student will have to shout out a word, then switch their roles again. (Firstly the teacher will give an example with a student; then all the students will practice at the same time; at last two pairs will be requested to act it out in the front. All the new words will be on the slides for their reference while doing pair work.)
3.2 Writing Practice: Ask the student to write the characters on blue cards according to the correct stroke order. Then they will have a set of cards: six with the pinyin and another six with the characters. They will use their own cards to do the group work.
3.3 Interactive Group Work: Students will work in group of three to play cards. For the first round, one student will have the red cards (pictures of body parts) and be the judge; he/she will show it on the table and the other two students will have to race to match the correct character card; change roles. For the second round, the judge will have the pinyin card and read it out loud, and the other two students have to race to match the correct card; change roles again.
4. Closure: Ask students to glue the cards on the pictures of faces.
