Name: Cheng Ye
Lesson Title: Greetings
Teaching Goals:

1. Communication: Greet to the teachers, parents, classmates and friends everyday
   in Chinese.

2. Culture: Students will understand the difference between saying “你好”and “您
好”.

3. Comparison: Compare the two Chinese characters “你”and “您”and know how 
to show the respect when greet to others.

4. Communities: Students will understand the difference between saying “你好”
and “您好”. So just encourage them to greet to different people in different ways when they are at home or visit others.
Teaching Objectives: By the end of this activity, students will be able to

1. greet to each other in Chinese saying “你好”freely.

2. know how to show the respect to others when they greet to teachers, principals and parents instead of saying “你好”, but saying“您好”.

(Students from K should just be able to say these two phrases. Students from G1-G3 should be able to say these two phrases, and also know the difference between the two phrases. Students from G4-G6 should be able to say these two words, know the difference between the two phrases and try to remember the two Chinese phrases with the Chinese characters and greet to different people in different ways.)

3. know some other greetings for some special situations. (For G5-G6)

Happy Spring Festival!  过年好！

Happy Birthday!       生日快乐！

Merry Christmas!      圣诞快乐！
Happy Thanksgiving Day! 感恩节快乐！

Teaching Aids: a computer, a document camera, flashcards, markers, some colorful paper

Step1: Revision

The students in DSRR have a one-year experience of learning Chinese. So they know how to greet to each other in Chinese. I just greet to them with“你好”as a revision.
Step 2: Teach the difference between“你好”and “您好”.

1. Show them the flashcard with the word “你好”，let them try to remember this phrase.

2. Show them another flashcard with the word “你好”and write a Chinese character“心”under the character“你”, then make a new character“您”. Tell the students “您”means you are in my heart to show your respect. Then let the students to discuss whom they will greet to with this phrase“您好”in Chinese. Then teach them how to say it.

3. Divide the students into different groups, let them discuss and write down what they want to know for some special greetings. Then the teacher will teach them one by one for the different groups. Let the students try to remember 1 or 2 phrases for special greetings. (For G5-G6)
4. Make cards for different occasions. 

Step 3: Assessment and Homework

Give students a sheet to assess them how well they learned in class and assign the content for them to practice. Next time bring it back to class with parents’ signatures. All sheets from each Chinese class should be collected into the folders as the studying and practicing materials.
