Name: Cheng Ye
Lesson Title: Hello, Chopsticks.
Teaching Goals:

1. Culture: Introduce Chinese culture about chopsticks. 

2. Connection: Build up what the students learned about numbers with the game of using chopsticks. 
3. Comparison: Compare the difference between chopsticks and the knife and fork.
4. Communities: Ask the students to teach their parents, friends how to use chopsticks at home. They can also introduce the Chinese culture about chopsticks to their family.
Teaching Objectives: By the end of this activity, students will be able to

1. say the words chopsticks, spoon, knife and fork in Chinese.

2. know the culture about chopsticks.

3. learn how to use the chopsticks for food.
4. compare the difference between chopsticks and the knife and fork.

Teaching Aids: a computer, a document camera, flashcards, chopsticks, knives and forks.
Step1: Revision

1. Review the numbers in Chinese.
2. Try to count the numbers from 1---100 in Chinese.

Step 2: Introduction of Chopsticks
1. Magic Bag: Try to find what things are in the bag. (chopsticks, a knife and fork, a spoon)
2. Teach the words in Chinese.

3. Ask them to discuss the usage of chopsticks.

4. Compare the difference between chopsticks and knife and fork.

5. Teach them how to use chopsticks.

6. Play a game for using chopsticks.

Step 3: Assessment and Homework

Ask the students to buy a pair of chopsticks to practice at home. Give students a sheet to assess. All sheets from each Chinese class should be collected into the folders as the studying and practicing materials.
