Lesson Plan 

Lesson title: 
Lesson 1 for Chinese Numbers (3-4 lessons)







	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
1.Communication: Students should be able to communicate with each other and 
2. Connections: Students are supposed to connect the numbers with time, dates and their ages in daily expressions.
3. Comparisons: Students can make comparison between Chinese numbers and English numbers.

	Essential Questions 
1. What’s the difference between Chinese numbers and English numbers?
2. What’s the difference between expressions of date in Chinese and in English?
3. What’s the difference between Chinese characters and English letters?

	Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to pronounce the Chinese numbers (1-99) correctly and learn how to write them. They also should know how to express time, date and their ages in Chinese in a correct way.


	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?

Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?

Students will respond to the teacher’s gestures about numbers and pronounce them correctly. They can express time, date and their ages in Chinese in a correct way.


	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed
Flashcards with Arabic numbers and Chinese numbers
A paper dial plate
A paper wheel


	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of  minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

Warm up/Activator: (1 minutes) 
Show Chinese characters of numbers from1 to 3 to students and generate their interest
Introduction to Lesson: (3 minutes)
Show Chinese characters of numbers 1-10 with Pinyin and ask students to say Chinese numbers by themselves. Teachers need to help them get the right pronunciations.
Guided Practice: (5 minutes)
Give number cards to students and ask them to stand up when they hear the number in their hands. They can also communicate with each other and make other numbers with the cards in their hands.
Independent Practice: (11 minutes)
(1) Matching Games
(2) Ask a student to say some numbers and other students pick up the cards with the same numbers.
Review/Discuss/Clarify: (3 minutes)
Students shoule learn some gestures about Chinese numbers and follow the teacher to do the same gesture and say these numbers as well.
Summarizer/Closure: (7 minutes)
Show some basic strokes of Chinese to students and ask them to write some Chinese chracters of numbers.
Ask some students to say some numbers in Chinese and others to write Chinese characters of numbers on board.
