Lesson Plan 

Lesson title: 
My Stationery












	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students will be able to express six of their own stationery in Chinese, read the Chinese characters of them.

	Essential Questions 
How to express your stationery in Chinese?

	Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to recognize six words in Chinese: schoolbag, book, notebook, pencil, ruler, eraser.
Students will be able to use the sentence pattern in Chinese: This is my……

	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task —Teacher will use or empower students to use real stationery, say the words in Chinese, ask students to pick the things up, or pick the things up to ask students say it in Chinese, show the Chinese characters of the words to make students practice reading Chinese characters.

Performance criteria —Students can understand when they hear the words in Chinese and speak them in Chinese, can match the Chinese characters with the things.



	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Materials needed
Objects: schoolbag, book, notebook, ruler, pencil, eraser.

The cards with the Chinese characters and Pinyin.
The worksheet with the pictures of the stationery and the Chinese characters.

	Learning activities
Warm up/Activator: (2 minutes)
Practice the greeting sentence learned last lesson, say “Hello!”, “Good morning!”, “Good afternoon!”, “Goodbye!” in Chinese to each other to make students get feeling to listen and speak Chinese.
Introduction to Lesson: (3 minutes)
Teacher will bring a schoolbag to the classroom to introduce what the students are going to learn in the lesson, and let students guess what are in the schoolbag.
Guided Practice: (30 minutes)
Teacher will teach students how to say “my schoolbag” in Chinese, and then take out the stationery of the schoolbag one by one to teach the new vocabulary, and ask students to pass the thing (for example: book) around and speak the word in Chinese.

When all the six things are taken out, teacher will put them in order, review the words with students, then say one word in Chinese, ask a student to come to touch the thing or say the order of the thing, the student who touches the correct thing will have chance to say another thing in Chinese and choose another student to come to touch the thing.

When most students have no problem with recognizing the new words when said orally, teacher will pick one thing up to ask students to raise up hands if they know how to speak the word in Chinese, the student who speaks the word correctly have chance to be a teacher to pick a thing up and choose a student to say the word in Chinese, and then take turns, this activity can made more complex by pick two things up at the same time .
When most students can recognize aurally and speak the new vocabulary in Chinese without any problem, teacher will introduce the Chinese characters to them, the activities to teach Chinese characters can be the same as teaching the new vocabulary, but when students get familiar with the Chinese characters, teacher will ask students to match the Chinese words and the objects together.

When students have no problem with the recognizing aurally, speaking and reading the six words, teacher will use the objects and word cards to introduce the sentence to students, then the students need to take one or two of their own things to express their own stationery in Chinese.
Independent Practice: (15 minutes)
Students will speak the stationery in Chinese with their partners, and will do a worksheet to cut the pictures out and glue them beside the correct Chinese words independently.
Review/Discuss/Clarify: (5 minutes)
Teacher will ask students to say goodbye to every object and Chinese word in Chinese and then teacher can put them back to the schoolbag, if students say something wrong, the thing needs to stay outside of the schoolbag.
Summarizer/Closure: (5 minutes)
Ask students what they learned from the Chinese lesson and give a piece of plain paper to draw the stationery and write Chinese Pinyin beside the things.


	Step 4—Reflection

	The students learned how to speak the six stationery in Chinese and how to read the Chinese characters and Pinyin. They focused on the lesson and participated in the activities, showed me most of them achieved the lesson goals.

What I learned from the lesson is students like to practice the vocabulary through the activities, especially the activities that can make them move, touch objects, and it’s important to let them feel the sense of achievement, give them some encouragement and power when they are correct.

I will manage my time during the lesson more flexibly according to different classes because some classes have more students than the other classes, so some activities need to be shortened or changed into other ways.
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
