Lesson title: sports---football
	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
What should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?

Students will be able to know the differences between American football and soccer.
Students will be able to know the basic knowledge about American football and also know the words about football and enjoy games.

Students will be able to complete a map of U.S. according to the locations of Super Bowl and can say the names of the cities in English

Students will learn that football reflects the culture of America and how it influences the American’s life.

	Lesson Objectives

Identify General Learner Outcome (GLO)

1. Students can identify and say words about football in English.
2. Students can say something about “ Super Bowl” and the Tailgate Party
3. Students can learn something about culture of America and also learn how football influences the American’s life.

	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — What will students do to show what they have learned?
Follow the instructions by the teacher correctly, say and understand the target language and are able to finish every task assigned by the teacher during the class activity.

Performance criteria — How good is good enough to meet standards?

1. First they will see some pictures, if they can match pictures with the words, it does mean they understand the meaning of each word.
2. They will watch some videos about Super Bowl and where they are located in, then they try to mark them on a map of America. If they can put all the Super Bowl locations in the right place that means they know where Super Bowls are located in.
3. They will practice the names of the cities with their partners. One point out one place in America and one will say the name of the place in English. 

	Step 3—Learning Plan



	Materials needed

Football, map of America, projector, crayon, flash cards, whiteboard, paper, marker pens,

	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

Part I: Basic knowledge about football and new words.
1. The teacher use PPT to show the pictures about football. For example” football stadium、  parking lot、 football field--gridiron 、goalposts、 end zone 、 touchdown 、midfield、 yard line 、hash marks” and students should think about several questions:
How many players are on a football game?
Who enforces the rules during a game?

What protective gear do player wear?

2. Match: Students are told to match the pictures with English words and explanations.

3. Bingo game about the new words

Part II Football toady is a modern entertainment industry---Super Bowl.

1. Play the videos about one of Super Bowl (YouTube).

Super Bowl halftime show

Super Bowl advertisements

2. Geography plot activity:

  Have students locate and mark on a map of all of the Super Bowl locations from Super Bowl History. Students can use this map of U.S. to plot the locations of the cities and use crayon to color it. Have some cities hosted more than one Super Bowl game? As an extension activity, have students plot the locations of the winning teams for each Super Bowl. Students will be able to use these maps to visually identify the cities /teams that have won multiple games.
3. They will practice the names of the cities with their partners. One point out one place in America and one will say the name of the place in English.

Part III football reflects the culture of America and influences the life of American

1. competition as a goal

2. aggression, high risks

3. team work and self-reliance

4. the Tailgate Party---a uniquely phenomenon, a lifestyle
   First, a short lecture about the Tailgate Party with pictures or video (YouTube) or studied by students themselves through the Internet.
   Second, gather students’ opinions and feelings about the topic.

   Third, try one of the top games in the Tailgate Party, such as: corn hole, Ladder Ball, Washer Toss, Flip cup, Frisbeer, etc.

   Last, role-play / small talk: go over the why’s and how’s of attending a Tailgate party.

Part IV   Homework: (choose one homework to finish)
(1) For beginners:

 Design a ticket:
   Show students some sample tickets to the Super Bowl. Talk about how these tickets reflect the locations of the game in 1979、1980、1981. Challenge students to use books or the Internet to learn more about this year’s location, they should use what they learn to design a ticket that reflects the location or create a ticket that would represent city /state if the Super Bowl was to come to that town.

(2) For advanced students:
Super Bowl commercials are legendary, and nowadays it’s easy to find favorite commercials yesterday be searching YouTube. 

Task one: help students to recognize how a commercial tries to win you over with humor, popular music, etc. 

Task Two: tell students to imagine a millionaire has presented them with enough money to buy a Super Bowl ad slot. Students have 30 seconds to present their ideas on a topic connected to what you’ve been studying or on a topic that is personally important to them. Have them share their writing.
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
