Lesson title： Different shapes  

	Step 1—Desired Results

	Standard Outcomes for Learning (ACTFL Standard 1.1)—Answer’s the question, what should students know, understand, and be able to do as a result of the lesson?
1. Students can say out the words about shapes (circle, square, triangle, oval and rectangle) and answer my question “What shape is it?” “What color is this shape?” in Chinese.
2. Show typical shapes of Chinese architecture.

	Step 3—Learning Plan

	Learning activities - Answer’s the question, how do I teach it? 

1. Complete the attendance of the students.(5’)

2. Ask the students to make a folder by following my instructions. They will fold a piece of white paper. Draw different shapes on side of the paper. Unfold the paper, and then write down the pinyin for those shapes along the crease in the correct orders. Fold the paper and make sure pinyin cannot be seen and students still have some space unfolded for writing characters for those shapes. Students have to write the Chinese characters together with me. When all the work has been down, it’s time to practice shapes in Chinese via the interaction between me and the students, and then for the students to practice in pair works. They will ask and answer shapes each other in Chinese. (35’)
3.  Game time. Students will play flyswatters to strengthen their knowledge of shapes. (15’)

4.  Students will be allowed to color the shapes in their folder in different colors and then learn and practice the dialogue “what color is this shape?” in Chinese with me first and then in pairs. (25’)

5.  Encourage the whole class to make up the dialogues and practice with each other with the help of the folder. (7’) 

6. Homework assignment: Practice what they learn after class
