Warm up/Activator: (5 minutes) 1 sing a song: tick tock time; 2 review numbers 
Introduction to Lesson: (1 minutes) Draw 5 different clocks on the white board
Guided Practice: (5 minutes) :The teacher introduce how to say 5 different times and let students to follow
Independent Practice: (30 minutes) 1 Teacher tells a time, students adjust their clocks 
      2  Group work: Group leader tells a time,students do a team work, adjust their clocks in groups.

      3  Being a little clock: teacher tells a time, students show the time with their arms.

     4  Acting out how to ask time.
Review/Discuss/Clarify: (2 minutes) :watch a video about time, see if they can understand it and can repeat 
the dialogue.
Summarizer/Closure: (2 minutes) Summarize what we have learnt.
